BANGKOK 

The UN General Assembly 
has voted overwhelmingly to 
approve a 40-member global 
scientific panel on the im-
pacts and risks of  artificial 
intelligence, with the United 
States strongly objecting.

UN Secretary-General An-
tonio Guterres, who estab-
lished the panel, called the 
adoption “a foundational 
step toward global scientific 
understanding of  AI”. “In a 
world where AI is racing 
ahead,” he said on Thursday, 
“this panel will provide 
what’s been missing - rigor-
ous, independent scientific 
insight that enables all mem-
ber states, regardless of  their 
technological capacity, to en-
gage on an equal footing.” 

He has described it as the 
first fully independent global 
scientific body dedicated to 
bridging the knowledge gap 
in AI and assessing its real-
world economic and social 
impacts.

The vote in the 193-mem-
ber assembly was 117-2, with 
the United States and Para-
guay voting “no”.  AP

UN approves 
panel on AI 
despite US 
objections

DHAKA 

TARIQUE Rahman, who lived 
in London in self-exile for 17 
years, has emerged as the new 
face of  Bangladesh, with the 
party founded by his father set 
to return to power after a 20-
year gap.

The 60-year-old leader’s Bang-
ladesh Nationalist Party (BNP) 
has bagged 209 out of  297 seats, 
while right-wing Jamaat-e-Isla-
mi, known to be close to Paki-
stan, secured 68 seats. The Awa-
mi League party of  Hasina was 
barred from contesting the 
elections, which recorded 59.44 
per cent voter turnout.

The result is a major turna-
round for the BNP, long target-
ed under the 15-year rule of  
Prime Minister Sheikh Hasi-
na’s Awami League govern-
ment which collapsed fol-
l o w i n g  n a t i o n w i d e 
student-led protests in 
August 2024.

The BNP was found-
ed by Rahman’s father 
Ziaur Rahman, a mili-
tary ruler turned poli-
tician. The party was 
led by his mother Kha-
leda Zia for nearly 
four decades after the 
assassination of  Pres-
ident Ziaur Rahman 
in 1981.

Five days after his re-
turn to Bangladesh amid 
a massive welcome in De-
cember last year, Rahman 
was struck by a personal 
tragedy as Khaleda Zia died 
after a prolonged illness.

Rahman became the chair-
man of  the BNP in the absence 
of  his mother at a time when 
the party was facing a state of  
political wilderness ahead of  
the polls. The evolving scenario 
did not allow him to spend some 
private days amid personal 
loss, as events unfolded so 
quickly, he scarcely had time to 
reflect.

Rahman is widely seen as a 
product of  dynastic politics, 
but his family’s political back-
ground earned him a sort of  
acumen. He is credited with 
manoeuvring his party in a 
complicated scenario to ensure 
its key stake in the politics 
ahead of  the general elections.

A soft-spoken Rahman drew 
massive crowds as he spear-
headed the campaign for his 
party. Since his return, Rah-

man noticeably adopted an 
approach of  avoiding in-
flammatory rhetoric and 
calling instead for restraint 
and reconciliation despite 
the bitter relations of  his 

family and himself  in par-
ticular with the deposed Awa-

mi League regime.  AFP

DHAKA

BANGLADESHI voters have 
endorsed sweeping democratic 
reforms in a national referen-
dum, the Election Commission 
said on Friday, a key pillar of  
Nobel Peace Prize laureate Mu-
hammad Yunus’s post-uprising 
transition agenda.

The referendum took place 
alongside parliamentary elec-
tions on Thursday that marked 
the first vote since a 2024 upris-
ing ended Sheikh Hasina’s 
iron-fisted 15-year rule.

According to the commis-
sion, 60.2 percent of  voters 
backed the reform package.

The lengthy document, 
known as the “July Charter” 
after the month when the upris-
ing that toppled Hasina began, 
proposes term limits for prime 
ministers, the creation of  an 
upper house of  parliament, 
stronger presidential powers 
a n d  g r e a t e r  j u d i c i a l 
independence.

It also includes increased 
representation of  women in 
parliament and the election of  
the deputy speaker and parlia-
mentary committee chairs 
from the opposition.

Yunus, who took charge as 
interim leader after what he 
described as a “completely bro-
ken” political system, champi-
oned the reform blueprint as 
essential to preventing a re-
turn to authoritarianism.

The referendum question 
noted that approval would 
make the charter “binding on 
the parties that win” the elec-
tion, obliging them to endorse 
it. However, several parties 
raised notes of  dissent before 
the vote, and the reforms will 
still require ratification by the 
new parliament.

The Bangladesh Nationalist 
Party (BNP) secured a land-
slide victory in the elections, 
winning a majority of  more 
than two-thirds of  the availa-
ble seats.

Senior BNP leader Mirza Fa-
khrul Islam Alamgir said the 
party will implement the parts 

of  the charter it agreed on. “We 
will implement the parts of  the 
July Consensus that we have 
signed on a priority basis,” he 
told reporters on Friday. “We 
also have our 31-point agenda, 
which will be implemented.” 

Ali Riaz, vice-chairman of  
the Consensus Commission 
that led rounds of  marathon 
talks with parties to agree on 
the charter, welcomed the 
result.

“Through their ‘yes’ votes, 
the people of  Bangladesh have 
clearly expressed their desire 
for reforms,” he told AFP.

“The responsibility now lies 
with the political parties to im-
plement these reforms. We sin-
cerely hope they will respect 
the people’s mandate and up-
hold the charter.” AFP

BNP’S EXILED HEIR RETURNS TO TAKE THE THRONE
Islamists cry foul, to seek 
redress from poll panel 
DHAKA

THE head of  Bangladesh’s largest Islamist party said Friday he 
will demand action by the Election Commission, alleging prob-
lems with the vote counting in polls a day earlier.

“There were massive irregularities in vote counting,” Jamaat-
e-Islami chief  Shafiqur Rahman told reporters on Friday evening. 
“We will seek redress from the Election Commission.”

It was not clear whether the party had nevertheless conceded 
defeat, and the Jamaat chief  did not clarify if  they would join 
parliament. He declined to answer questions.

Election Commission figures said the Bangladesh Nationalist 
Party (BNP) alliance had won 212 seats, compared with 77 for the 
Islamist-led Jamaat-e-Islami alliance. BNP chief  Tarique Rahman 
had told AFP two days before polling he was “confident” that his 
party would regain power in the South Asian nation of  170 million 
people.

The vote on Thursday was the first since the deadly July 2024 
uprising that toppled Hasina, and her Awami League party was 
barred from taking part in elections. AFP

US to send second aircraft carrier to West Asia amid tensions
WASHINGTON 

THE United States was prepar-
ing on Friday to deploy a sec-
ond aircraft carrier to the West 
Asia after President Donald 
Trump warned of  “traumatic” 

consequences if  Tehran failed 
to agree a deal over its nuclear 
programme.

Tensions have escalated be-
tween the Islamic republic and 
its traditional foe Washington 
in the wake of  a deadly crack-

down by security forces on pro-
tests last month that rights 
groups say killed thousands.

While the protests have sub-
sided for now in the face of  the 
repression, US-based Reza 
Pahlavi, the son of  the shah 

ousted by the 1979 Islamic rev-
olution, urged Iranians to 
chant slogans against the cler-
ical establishment in the com-
ing days to coincide with dem-
onstrations abroad.

Rather than pointing to the 

crackdown Trump has made 
refraining from military ac-
tion conditional on a deal to 
curb Iran’s nuclear pro-
gramme, which the West fears 
is aimed at making a bomb.
