KL CPM rejects 
allegations against 
Veena Vijayan 

3 beat man to death for voyeurism in Kovai, held

IN an unprecedented move, the 
CPM leadership has come out 
rejecting the recent allegations 
against Chief  Minister Pinarayi 
Vijayan’s daughter Veena Vijay-
an and her firm Exalogic Solu-
tions. Terming allegations of  
payments to her as monthly 
quota from CMRL as baseless, 
the party alleged that a routine 
issue involving a company is be-
ing used for political gains.

Noticeably it’s uncommon for 
the CPM to issue such an offi-
cial statement or come up with 
an official response in issues in-
volving the children of  party 
leaders. Earlier when allega-
tions came up against the then 
state secretary Kodiyeri 
Balakrishnan’s sons, the party 
had not issued any statement 
justifying them. Instead, the 
party leaders including Kodiy-
eri, kept on reiterating that the 
CPM was not responsible for al-
legations that crop up against 
leaders’ children.

In a statement  issued on 
Thursday, the CPM alleged that 
there was a conspiracy to drag 
the chief  minister’s name into 
the issue. The allegations were 
made in the backdrop of  the 
Puthuppaly byelection an-
nouncement, observed the CPM, 
adding that the chief  minister 
has no link with the issue.

It was a legal service agree-
ment between two legitimate 
companies, and the money was 
paid on an annual basis as per 
the norms of  the agreement. 
This was termed as monthly 
quota to make it appear credi-
ble. “It’s a transparent deal be-
tween two companies. All trans-
actions between them were 
made through the bank. Such 
legitimate transactions between 
two companies were portrayed 
as monthly quota,” stated the 
CPM.

The firm CMRL had ap-

proached the Income Tax Settle-
ment Board in connection with 
an IT dispute. Veena Vijayan’s 
company is not a party in the is-
sue, nor has its version been 
heard. A conspiracy was 
hatched to link her with need-
less controversies, especially in 
the backdrop of  the announce-
ment of  the Puthuppally 
bypoll.

The CPM pointed out that pol-
iticians’ wards, like anyone else, 
have every right to take up any 
legitimate work. The company 
itself  has admitted that there 
were no wrongdoings in this re-
gard. It’s evident that the chief  
minister has no link with the 
issue.

The CPM leadership alleged 
that an IT-related matter involv-

ing a company is being used to 
make political gains. Of  late, 
the Centre and its numerous 
agencies have been hunting 
down political opponents by tar-
geting their families. Such 
moves were made in Bihar and 
Telangana too. The conspiracy 
to drag the chief  minister into 
the matter is evident for all to 
see.

“The fact that the remarks 
were made without lending an 
ear to Veena’s side of  the story 
clearly points to a conspiracy at 
work here. It’s also ironical that 
such remarks were made in an 
order that had completely ac-
quitted the company from any 
further legal proceedings,” said 
the CPM.

A 58-year-old man who was as-
saulted by a gang on Tuesday 
night was found dead hours 
later in a sewer canal near KK 
Pudur. The victim allegedly 
peered at a woman who was 
breast feeding her baby and 
tried to record it. Police arrest-
ed three persons, including two 
belonging to a right wing outfit, 
in connection with the incident 
on Wednesday night.

The arrested persons were 
identified as M Rahul (24) a dai-

ly wage labourer, his elder 
brother M Manikanda Moorthy 
(27) and his friend G Manoj (26). 
Moorthy worked in a meat shop 
and Manoj was an ambu-
lance driver. They both 
are members of  Hindu 
M a k k a l  K a t c h i 
(Tamilagam).

According to police, 
Rahul and his wife live 
in a rented house in Peri-
ya Subbannan Third Street 
at KK Pudur near Saibaba Col-
ony. Around 11.30 pm on Tues-
day, when she was breastfeed-
ing her child, her neighbour M 

Mushtaq Ahamed (58), peeped 
and videographed her. As she 
raised alarm, Mushtaq ran to 
his house and locked it from 

inside.
Rahul alerted his broth-

er Manikanda Moorthy 
and he came there with 
his friend Manoj. The 
three picked up a quar-
rel with Mushtaq who 

was under the influence 
of  alcohol and beat him up 

severely. Locals alerted Saibaba 
Colony police and a team ar-
rived at the spot. The police ad-
vised Rahul and his family to 

lodge a complaint against 
Mushtaq on Wednesday 
morning.

Around 5.30 am, Mushtaq 
was found dead inside drainage 
canal near the house. Upon be-
ing alerted, Saibaba Colony po-
lice sent the body for post mor-
tem examination. According to 
police, the three assaulted 
Mushtaq after police left the 
place at around 1.15 am on 
Wednesday. He fell into the 
drain and died. Following this, 
police altered the case to mur-
der and arrested the three on 
Wednesday night.

ED PROBE INTO BALAJI

‘`30 cr land bought 
for mere `10 lakh’

THE agency said its investigation found that 
“a substantial parcel of  land measuring 2.49 
acres located on Salem Bypass Road at  An-
dankoil in Karur was acquired by P Lakshmi 
from one Anuradha Ramesh for a mere `10 
lakh, as against the land’s true value amount-
ing to more than `30 crore”.

“However, while scrutinizing the income 
source of  P Lakshmi, it was revealed that she 
lacked any credible means of  income and her 
assertion of  selling old jewellery to secure `10 
lakh for the land purchase was proven to be 
fictitious,” the agency said. Subsequently, the 
ED said, this plot of  land was “gifted to her 
daughter Nirmala, wife of  Ashok Balaji”.

The ED initiated investigation in the case 
based on three FIRs re gistered and 
chargesheets filed by the Central Crime 
Branch (CCB), Chennai, in the scam in which 
Senthil Balaji was listed as the main accused.

It was alleged that Balaji, in collaboration 
with his brother RV Ashok Kumar and his per-
sonal assistants B Shanmugam and M 
Karthikeyan, gave away jobs by accepting 
cash.

“Upon further investigation, it was disclosed 
that the remaining sum required for the land 
acquisition was paid in cash to Anuradha 
Ramesh. The cash, in turn, was used by An-
uradha Ramesh to procure another piece of  
land in the vicinity,” the ED release said.

Despite multiple summons issued to Ashok 
Balaji, Nirmala, and Lakshmi, they did not ap-
pear before the agency in person, demonstrat-
ing lack of  cooperation with the ongoing inves-
tigation, the official release said.

‘He avoided

“THEY even asked the victim to 
purchase cigarettes for them. 
Unable to bear their torture, the 
boy shared their harassment 
with his parents and stopped go-
ing to school. Recently, the school 
administration summoned him 
and his parents. The boy ex-
plained to the school headmas-
ter the mental agony he was suf-
fering at the hands of  the 
harassers. The school adminis-
tration warned the juveniles 
and advised the victim to return 
to class. After the class hours on 
Wednesday, the gang confronted 
the victim in the school and 
warned him of  dire consequenc-
es for complaining to the head-
master,” sources said.  

According to sources, around 
10.30pm, the three dominant 
caste students barged into the 
victim’s home and started at-
tacking him with sickles. 

The victim’s sister, who at-
tempted to protect his brother, 
also suffered injuries. When 
some neighbours rushed to their 
house on hearing their cry for 
help, the attackers fled the spot. 
The siblings were rushed to 
Nanguneri government hospital 
with bleeding injuries and later 
to the Tirunelveli Medical Col-
lege Hospital.  Flaying delay by 
the Nanguneri police in reach-
ing the crime spot, the victim’s 
relatives staged a road blockade. 
While police were holding talks 
with the family members, a 60-
year-old relative fainted and col-
lapsed on the road. The doctors 
in Nanguneri GH declared him 
dead. Police have filed a case.

SI attempts to kill self following transfer
Pudukkottai: A sub-inspector (SI) attached with the 
Thirukokarnam police station allegedly attempted suicide on 
Thursday. The police officer is undergoing treatment at a 
private hospital in Pudukkottai town. Sources said the recent 
protests taken out by lawyers in Pudukkottai town, which 
resulted in the transfer of SI Sangeetha (40) on Wednesday, 
had left her distraught. “The lawyers who staged protests 
hurled abusive words at the police officer. Action will be 
taken on the protestors based on the statement of the SI,” 
sources said. ENS

K’taka HC stays `50 lakh cost on X Corp
Bengaluru: Karnataka High Court on Thursday stayed the 
single judge’s order imposing an exemplary cost of `50 lakh 
on X Corp (formerly Twitter) while dismissing its petition 
against multiple blocking orders issued by the Ministry of 
Electronics and Information Technology, subject to 
depositing `25 lakh cost in the court within a week. Before 
the single judge, the X Corp challenged the orders issued to 
block 39 URLs under Section 69A of the I-T Act between 
February 2021 and February 2022 to block 1,474 accounts/
URLs and 175 tweets from being accessed by the public. ENS
